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CONGRESSMAN JIM MARSHALL UNDERGOES SUCCESSFUL SURGERY





(Baltimore, MD) – Earlier today, Congressman Jim Marshall (GA-3) underwent a successful radical sub-abdominal prostatectomy at the Johns Hopkins Medical Center in Baltimore, Maryland, to remove a cancerous tumor in his prostate.  





“I am grateful and lucky that this cancer was found during the earliest stages of its development.  Because the cancer was identified, diagnosed and treated so quickly, I am expected make a full recovery.  The message that I want to get across to people is get tested and get tested early.  The earlier a cancer such as mine is discovered, the better your chance of recovery will be,” said Marshall.





The procedure was conducted by Dr. Patrick Walsh, who also performed the same operation on Sen. John Kerry earlier this year.  Dr. Walsh, the Chairman of the Urology Department of the Johns Hopkins Medical Center, is perhaps the nation’s foremost authority on prostate cancer, having written two books on the subject as well as developing the state-of-the-art procedure performed on Rep. Marshall.   To date, Dr. Walsh has performed this procedure more than 3,000 times.   





“The operation could not have gone better.  Everything looked contained, and he is doing extremely well,” said Dr. Walsh.
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
