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ROBINS AIR LOGISTICS CENTER WILL RECEIVE $7.9 MILLION FOR AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE SHOP CONSTRUCTION





(Washington, DC) – U.S. Representative Jim Marshall announced that the Robins Air Logistics Center will receive $7.9 million for the construction of a new consolidated aircraft maintenance shop.





Marshall, a member of the House Armed Services Committee, requested the funding for the new facility earlier this year.  Funding for this project comes from the Military Construction budget, which is separate from the principal Department of Defense budget.





“Robins is absolutely critical to Middle Georgia’s economy.  It’s our economic engine.  Anything that helps Robins is good for Middle Georgia,” said Marshall. 





The new maintenance facility will replace the temporary trailers being used and is expected to significantly improve the aircraft maintenance process.  The Department of Defense listed this project for construction in Fiscal Year 2008 in their Future Years Defense Plan.  However, as a result of increased workload, Robins Air Force Base urgently needs additional administrative and maintenance space.





“This is very significant for the future of Robins Air Force Base.  It will increase the base’s productivity and help protect the base during the upcoming Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) process.  This is very good news for Robins, and it will be good for Middle Georgia,” said Marshall.





The Senate and House passed different versions of the Military Construction budget in July and June, respectively.  Since then, it has been under negotiation in a conference committee.  The conference report will be voted on later today by the House of Representatives and in the very near future by the Senate.  Both chambers are expected to pass this legislation with overwhelming support.  
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
