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CONGRESSMAN JIM MARSHALL ANNOUNCES FEDERAL GRANT TO ASSIST MACON COUNTY FIRE AND RESCUE
(Macon, GA) – Congressman Jim Marshall announced that Macon County Fire and Rescue will receive a just over $78,000 in a federal grant to assist the fire department in purchasing new gear.

“I am pleased that the fire department will receive this grant.  This will help our firefighters do their jobs more quickly, more efficiently, and much more safely,” said Marshall.

The money is part of the Homeland Security Department’s Assistance to Firefighters and fire departments nationwide.

According to Roy Yoder, who applied for the competitive grant on behalf of Macon County Fire and Rescue, the money will purchase 25 new sets of turn-out gear, 12 breathing apparatus units, and 15 EMS jump suits. Any money left over will be used to purchase other needed items.

When told of the grant, Yoder said that the new gear would be a welcome addition to Macon Fire and Rescue.  The old items, he said, were in dire need of replacement.  Firefighters’ gear must be replaced at given intervals in order for a department to be in compliance with safety regulations. 
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
