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CONGRESSMAN JIM MARSHALL ANNOUNCES FUNDING FOR OCONEE RIVER

(Washington, D.C.) – U.S. Representative Jim Marshall announced today that his funding request for the Oconee River Greenway Authority was included in the Omnibus appropriations bill approved by the House and Senate last night.  The President has indicated he will sign the bill. The $100,000 grant will help the Authority design and build a greenway and footpath along the Oconee River in Milledgeville.





“I’m pleased we were successful in seeking this funding” said Marshall. “I’m very familiar with the greenway being developed in Macon. I know the Oconee Greenway will be a wonderful addition to Baldwin County. The Oconee Greenway is a very good idea and I’m proud to play a role in making this idea a reality,” Marshall said.





The federal grant will fund part of the planning and design cost for a pedestrian and bicycle path along the Oconee River between Georgia State Highway 24 and Fishing Creek.  When completed, the Oconee River Greenway will intersect the pre-historic Bartram Trail and ultimately connect historic Forts Wilkinson, Massachusetts and Fidius with Balls Ferry Park.  A portion of the Greenway will cross the grounds of Georgia Military College, supporting the College’s physical training programs and providing alternative access.





“I look forward to the day the Oconee River Greenway is completed,” continued Marshall.  “When this path has its grand opening, I’d like to join the some of the cadets and staff of the Georgia Military College for a run along the Greenway.”
