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ROBINS AIR LOGISTICS CENTER RECEIVES CLEAN BILL OF HEALTH IN AIR FORCE ENVIRONMENTAL TEST
(Washington, DC) – U.S. Representative Jim Marshall announced that the Air Force’s recent occupational health sampling revealed no health risk to base residents or employees from radium or radon.
“I was very glad to learn that Robins employees and residents are safe any additional radium or radon exposure.  The Air Force is taking no chances with the health of their servicemen, women and civilian employees, and I thank them for their measured, responsible approach,” said Marshall.

The health survey began when 3 bases were discovered to have elevated levels of radium and radium decay products in facilities where luminescent painting occurred, primary before the 1950’s.  Bases with a history of radium painting operations were evaluated for potential exposure.  Exposure levels in the buildings where luminescent painting happened in the past, the Air Force confirmed, are not much greater than ambient background levels.  Radium is a naturally occurring element found at low levels in soil, water, rocks, coal and food.    
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
