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REPRESENTATIVE JIM MARSHALL ANNOUNCES ACTIVATION OF NATIONWIDE DO NOT CALL REGISTRY


Marshall Voted in Favor of Establishing the Do Not Call Registry





(Washington, DC) – Late last week, consumers received official protection from unsolicited telemarketing calls.  Any American can sign up for the National Do Not Call Registry at http://www.donotcall.gov.  By providing the telephone numbers they wish to have protected and a valid e-mail address so a confirmation message may be received, folks can have their telephone number protected.  The only identifying information kept will be the phone number.  Nationwide telephone registration using a toll-free number – 1-888-382-1222 – will be available next Monday, July 7.  





“Establishing a national ‘do not call’ list took a long time, but Congress finally got the job done.  Now, Georgians have two independent programs working to ensure they can spend their evenings eating dinner with their families or spending a quiet night at home without being disturbed by a pushy telemarketer,” said Marshall.





The national ‘do not call’ list will be integrated with most state-by-state ‘do not call’ lists.  However, Georgia will not share the numbers on its existing state ‘do not call’ list with the national registry.  As a result, Georgia consumers who want their number on the National Do Not Call Registry must register with it.
